PROPOSAL

At the January 12, 2015 study meeting, Council directed staff to bring forward a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) proposed by Kraus Anderson (KA) in which they would commit to not submit development and land use applications in the Penn American District for a six month period.  The MOU would voluntarily impose a development moratorium on the KA property and allow time for KA to continue discussions with the City of Bloomington, Metro Transit, MNDOT and Lupient regarding coordination of future development on their property with plans for the Orange Line BRT, prior to rezoning taking place.  Items to be addressed in the MOU include:

· Preparation of a transit oriented development plan for the eastern portion of the KA site;
· Agreement on an alignment for the Orange Line BRT system through the property and a potential location for a park and ride; 
· Potential land swaps between KA and Lupient to enhance redevelopment opportunities; and
· Agreement on zoning specifics.
To allow time for these discussions, the rezonings (Cases 10940FG-14) for the Kraus Anderson owned parcels (Southtown Shopping Center, Lucky’s and Mitsubishi) are recommended to be continued to the August 3, 2015 meeting, to align with the six-month MOU deadline.
