	WHEREAS the City Council of the City of Bloomington, Minnesota is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

	WHEREAS on October 13, 2014 the Bloomington City Council directed City staff to proceed with the 60-day hauler negotiation period  in efforts to establish an organized solid waste collection system as per Minnesota Statute 115A.94;  and
	
	WHEREAS the hauler negotiations have not yet succeeded in the submittal of an acceptable proposal establishing as organized solid waste collection system: and 

	WHEREAS Minnesota Statutes § 115A.94, subd. 4a, states: “before implementing an ordinance, franchise, license, contract or other means of organizing collection, a city or town, by resolution of the governing body must establish an organized collection options committee” with the committee members appointed by the governing body. 

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council approves the formation of an Organized Collection Options Committee (OCOC); and 
	
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the City Council  will appoint three (3) members of the City Council and two (2) members of the Bloomington City Staff to be the members of the OCOC;

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the City Council directs the committee to have an initial report submitted to the  City Council within thirty (30) of the first meeting of the OCOC for the continued discussion  of the possibility of the implementation of organized collection of solid waste materials handling  in the City of Bloomington. 

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the City shall negotiate in good faith with the existing licensed residential collectors and the public as per the Minnesota Statutes § 115A.94, subd. 4b, in generating a mutually agreed upon report for consideration of the City Council of the City of Bloomington.
