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A RESOLUTION DIRECTING PUBLICATION OF
ORDINANCE NO. 2015 -_______,
AN ORDINANCE THAT INCLUDES CITY CODE AMENDMENTS
TO CHAPTER 20 OF THE CITY CODE

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

WHEREAS, Section 3.08 of the Bloomington City Charter provides as follows:

“SEC. 3.08. SIGNING AND PUBLICATION OF ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS.

Every ordinance or resolution passed by the council shall be signed by the mayor or by the acting mayor, attested by the secretary of the council and filed and preserved by the secretary. Every ordinance and such resolutions as may be designated by the mayor or by two to other members of the council shall be published at least once in the official newspaper. The city council may by a two-thirds vote of all of its members direct publication of only the title and a summary of an ordinance. This may be done only if the council approves the text of the summary and determines that it would clearly inform the public of the intent and effect of the ordinance. The summary shall comply with the requirements of Minnesota Statutes section 331A.01, Subd. 10 and shall give notice that a full copy of the ordinance is available for inspection during regular office hours at the city clerk’s office. To the extent and in the manner provided by law an ordinance may incorporate by reference a statute of Minnesota, a state administrative rule or a regulation, a code, or ordinance or part thereof without publishing the material referred to in full.”; and

WHEREAS, the City Council at its regular meeting on January 26, 2015, enacted the attached ordinance amending Chapter 20 of the Bloomington City Code related to the City’s Cable Franchise; and
WHEREAS, the ordinance serves two purposes: (1) it is intended to provide for and specify the means to attain the best possible cable service for the public by providing requirements for cable with respect to technical standards, customer service obligations, and related matters; and (2) it grants a non-exclusive cable franchise to Comcast to operate, construct and maintain a cable system within the City and contains specific requirements for Comcast to do so; and
 WHEREAS, the ordinance includes the following:  1) imposes on Comcast a franchise fee of five percent (5%) of Comcast’s annual gross revenues; 2) establishes a franchise term of ten (10) years; 3) provides a list of schools and public buildings entitled to receive complimentary cable service – 3 free converters to each site; 4) requires Comcast to dedicate channel capacity for public, educational and governmental programming and provides capital support of such channels; 5) mandates customer service standards regarding Comcast’s provision of cable services; and 6) requires a performance bond and security fund to enforce Comcast’s compliance with the Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON that the following title and summary of the ordinance be published in the official newspaper, which the City Council determines would clearly inform the public of the intent and effect of the ordinance enacted:

PUBLICATION OF ORDINANCES

On January 26, 2015, the Bloomington City Council approved an ordinance amending Chapter 20, Article II of the City Code relating to the Cable Television Franchise, renewing the grant of a franchise to Comcast of Arkansas/Florida/Louisiana/Minnesota/Mississippi/Tennessee, Inc. (“Grantee” or “Comcast”) to operate and maintain a cable system in the City of Bloomington, Minnesota, setting forth conditions accompanying the grant of the franchise; and providing for regulation and administration of the cable system.
