Vision:

Art at the Core - Establish the South Loop as a distinctive destination known for how it welcomes creative people and uses the arts to transform the neighborhood physically, socially, and culturally.


Goals:

· Enhance the quality of the built environment.  This involves making sure that private development and public infrastructure contributes to improving the aesthetics and physical distinctiveness of the South Loop.

· Activate the physical, social and cultural environment of the South Loop District.  This involves making South Loop a destination where people come to explore, gather and linger. 
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· Build capacity to sustain leadership and champions.  This involves fostering continued engagement of current leaders and champions while actively building and broadening the base of ongoing support and participation in creative placemaking. 

· Engage the South Loop community and stakeholders.  This involves making sure those who live, work, and own property in South Loop play an active role in its transformation.

· Elevate South Loop’s identity.  This involves purposeful promotion of the South Loop aimed at expanding awareness of the district beyond its boundaries.

· Foster the creative sector.  This involves promoting creative and cultural activities and attracting artists, designers, and other creative people to work, live, and implement projects in South Loop.
