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UPDATES FROM DDAC MEMBERS
· Nick Hupton (JHS) spoke about the Black Lives Matter/All Lives Matter events that took place at Jefferson this winter. 
· A group of students were planning on dressing in white t-shirts for “White Lives Matter” during the event but did not end up following through. 
· The events took place with no major incidents. 
· Dinna and OEE worked closely to mentor the Jefferson student who was leading the Black Lives Matter efforts. 
CCC UPDATES
· The deadline for the budget and addendum to the CCC plan has been extended to March 30; Dinna will send the budget to the DDAC and plans to discuss it at the March meeting. 

ERIC MELBYE – EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, STUDENT SERVICES
Eric announced the merger of OEE and OFE (Family Engagement Office) to members of the DDAC. The merger is a result of the overlap of services and responsibilities from both offices. 
· The timeframe is aggressive. 
· The District hired Teamworks International to manage the strategic change consulting.  
· Conducting interviews with District staff (Family Engagement, OEE, principals, etc.); staff from Teamworks are conducting the interviews so that they remain anonymous. 
· The purpose of the interviews is to analyze what common themes emerge that relate to the needs of youth and families in the District. 
· Eric will also be going to families who are active on committees and parent groups in the District (i.e. American Indian Parent Advisory Committee) to seek their voices during the interview process. 
· The interviews are currently in progress with District staff; each person who is interviewed will be asked the same set of questions.
· The interview questions will also be sent to members of the DDAC (via email); responses can be sent directly to Teamworks to maintain anonymity. 
· DDAC members were advised to expect an email within the next week. 
FEEDBACK FROM DINNA: 
· “Student Services” will become “Learning Supports.”
· Learning Supports will include Eric Melbye, social workers, OEE, ELL, Nurses, Jeanna Miller (Systems of Support Coordinator), nurses, etc. 
· Budget – the General Fund (teachers) will take the biggest financial hit. 
· Dinna will be asking the DDAC for feedback on solutions.
