	 Approval – 2015 Funding for Senior Community Services H.O.M.E. Contract@->
	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__12900]Hartman explained that this is an annual item requesting approval of the agreement to fund the Senior Community Services (SCS) Household and Outside Maintenance for Elderly (H.O.M.E.) Program.  Staff recommends funding in the amount of $20,000, which was approved by the Board in the 2015 budget.

Hartman introduced John Burkhow, Director of the H.O.M.E. Program for SCS.  Mr. Burkhow gave an overview of the program and explained that funding goes toward services for seniors such as household repairs, homemaking, painting, mowing and snowblowing and the services are provided on sliding fee scale.  Free services such as yard work are also provided by local volunteer groups.  Another service provided by SCS is in-home health and safety assessments.  Thorson suggested that this service be offered in conjunction with the Center for Energy and Environment’s Home Energy Squad audits.

M/Carlson, S/Coulter to approve the 2015 H.O.M.E. Agreement authorizing funding up to $20,000 and authorizing the Administrator to execute the agreement with Senior Community Services.  Motion carried, 5-0.
