The purpose of the PowerPoint presentation is to provide more information about Bloomington housing/neighborhood conditions and current programs and practices in place for maintaining/improving the city’s housing stock. · HIA meeting:  HRA staff conducted a Housing Improvement Area (HIA) informational meeting March 31 for representatives of homeowner associations and management companies in the City of Bloomington. · Blighted Property Program:  
· 10626 Vincent Street lot:  Staff will provide a report at the meeting regarding a purchase offer for our lot on Vincent.  The potential buyer is proposing to construct a 2500 square foot home on the site.
· Morgan Avenue house:  We are considering purchasing and razing a blighted house at 9942 Morgan Avenue South.  The house was a referral from Environmental Health.  We are waiting for the realtor to contact us with the purchase price.

Redevelopment:  

· Penn and American:  An update regarding the possible development of future parcels within the district will be discussed at the April 28 meeting.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]France & Old Shakopee Road:  United Properties recently met with RBCU to discuss the possibility of creating a new multistory building on the present RBCU site on the SW quadrant of the intersection.  The new building would likely house both RBCU and a Cherrywood assisted living facility.  Staff will meet with Brian Carey from United Properties in the next two weeks to discuss the potential project.
Other:

· Affordable rental housing:  A developer is currently negotiating an option for a site in the South Loop for a plan to construct 40-60 units of affordable rental housing.  It the developer places an option on the site.
· HRA Office Assistant:  Hillary Neary has been hired for the position of Office Assistant with the Bloomington HRA. Hillary presently works for Stuart Co. as a leasing agent at One Southdale Place in Edina.  She also interned for Governor Dayton during the 2014 Legislative session.  Hillary’s first day of work with the HRA will be April 27.  Chris Walsh, the previous HRA Office Assistant, accepted employment with a  non-profit housing consulting and compliance firm in St. Paul.
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
