A RESOLUTION APPOINTING RESPONSIBLE AUTHORITY
AND DATA PRACTICES COMPLIANCE OFFICIAL

AS REQUIRED UNDER THE MINNESOTA 

GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES ACT


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, Section 13.02, Subd. 16, requires the governing body of the City of Bloomington to appoint one person as the Responsible Authority to administer the requirements for collection, storage, use and dissemination of data on individuals, government data, or summary data within the city; and


WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, Section 13.05, Subd. 13, requires the governing body of the City of Bloomington to appoint a city employee to act as its Data Practices Compliance Official to receive questions or concerns regarding problems in obtaining access to data or other data practices problems within the city; and


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington shares the concern expressed by the Minnesota Legislature on the responsible use and access to city data and wishes to satisfy this concern by appointing a qualified Responsible Authority and Data Practices Compliance Official as required under the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, IN REGULAR MEETING ASSEMBLED, that James D. Verbrugge, City Manager of the City of Bloomington, is appointed as the Responsible Authority and Data Practices Compliance Official for the purposes of meeting all requirements of Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 13, as amended, and with rules as lawfully promulgated by the Commissioner of Administration.
