RE:	Case 10000A-15; Amendment to Accent Sign Regulations 


Staff proposes an amendment to the accent sign regulations within the college campuses and proposed schools (K-12) special sign district in the ordinance for Case 10000A-15.  The reason for the proposed change is to clarify a specific distance along a street.

Section 19.125.02(b)(4)(B)

Existing regulation:
(B)	Maximum Number.  A maximum of one accent sign per two (2) acres of total campus area shall be allowed.  Accent signs along the same side of a street shall be spaced a minimum of two hundred (200) feet apart.

Revised regulation:
(B)	Maximum Number.  A maximum of one accent sign per two (2) acres of total campus area shall be allowed.  Accent signs located 30 feet or less from the property line, along the same side of a street, shall be spaced a minimum of two hundred (200) feet apart.
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
