	STAFF REPORTS

	Community Center Needs Assessment
	Nancy Blankfard, an architect from HGA Architects and Engineers, presented her organization’s findings based on their assessment of Creekside Community Center.  Currently, Creekside has social services (i.e. Loaves and Fishes, etc.), some fitness programs (mainly for the senior population), classes, and other community events.  However, the need for additional services and space has grown over the last several decades.  Therefore, HGA’s findings will be used to determine the necessity of renovation or new construction of a community center in Bloomington to better meet the community and City’s needs.  Drummond noted the issue of accessibility by putting the new center on either side of 35W.  Kelley also noted the same issue in regards to public transportation, as well as whether storage and weather/emergency shelter needs will be met with the proposed new building.  The Board can email any additional questions or comments to Paulsen to pass along.

	
	

	Compliance Checks
	Jansen discussed the results of recent tobacco and alcohol compliance checks conducted by Bloomington Police.  This data was also compared with the results of the 2013 Minnesota Student Survey.  Although checks are not required by state law, they have been conducted yearly (and unannounced) in Bloomington since 1990.


	Public Health Administrator Update
	Paulsen shared the 2015 Public Health budget with the Board.  She also proposed wording to update ABH Members’ attendance requirements in the Bylaws as it pertains to newly-appointed Members.  Also, an update was provided regarding smoke-free multi-unit housing.  Finally, it was mentioned that Bloomington was designated a Heart Safe Community at the Feb. 23 Council meeting.
