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A RESOLUTION APPROVING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A RESTAURANT IN THE B-2(PD), GENERAL COMMERCIAL, ZONING DISTRICT AT 5101 WEST 98TH STREET, BLOOMINGTON, MINNESOTA

WHEREAS, the Bloomington Planning Commission is empowered under State Law and the Bloomington City Code to act upon certain types of conditional use permits; and

WHEREAS, an application (Case File 7332A-15) has been filed on behalf of MLG Capital the owner of the premises located at 5101 West 98th Street, and legally described as follows:

 	Lot 1, Block 1, NORMANDALE PLAZA 3RD  ADDITION

For a conditional use permit for a restaurant in the B-2(PD), General Commercial, Zoning District.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has reviewed said request at a duly called public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the report of the City staff, comments at the public hearing and the findings required to be met prior to issuance of a conditional use permit in Bloomington City Code Section 21.501.04 (e) (1) through (5) and has found as follows:



(1)	The proposed use is not in conflict with the Comprehensive Plan;

· The proposed use is consistent with the Community Commercial Land use designation and is not in conflict with the Comprehensive Plan.

(2)	The proposed use is not in conflict with any adopted District Plan for the area;

· The area is not subject to an adopted District Plan.

(3)	The proposed use is not in conflict with City Code provisions;

· The proposed use is consistent with City Code provisions as they pertain to the restaurant use, its placement within the retail center, and its operational practices.

(4)	The proposed use will not create an excessive burden on parks, schools, streets, and other public facilities and utilities which serve or are proposed to serve the planned development; and

· The proposed use would not create any excessive burden on parks, schools, streets and other public facilities and utilities which serve or are anticipated to serve the development.  The nature, scale, and intensity of the proposed use are consistent and compatible with those of the retail center and its infrastructure.

(5)	The proposed use will not be injurious to the surrounding neighborhood or otherwise harm the public health, safety and welfare.

· The proposed use is not anticipated to be injurious to the surrounding neighborhood or otherwise harm the public Health, Safety, and welfare. 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON IN REGULAR MEETING ASSEMBLED: 

A.	That the recommendation of the City Staff is adopted;
B.	That the conditional use permit shall expire if not used or applied in accordance with the provisions of City Code Section 21.501.04(g);
C.	That the conditional use permit may be suspended or revoked in accordance with the provisions of City Code Section 21.501.04(h);
D.	That the requested conditional use permit for a restaurant at 5101 W 98th Street is approved, subject to the following conditions:
1)	If ventilation that emits restaurant related odors to the exterior is installed or retrofitted at a later date, an odor control system must be installed as approved by the Environmental Health Division.
2)	Sewer Availability Charges (SAC) must be satisfied.
3)	Exterior grease interceptor must be installed on the site and grease interceptor maintenance agreement signed and filed with the Utilities Division.

And, while the use and improvements must comply with all applicable local, state and federal codes, the applicant should pay particular attention to the following Code requirements:

1) Food service plans must be approved by the Environmental Services Division (City Code Sec. 14.360).
2) All trash and recyclable materials must be stored inside the principal building (Sec. 19.51).
3) Recyclable materials must be separated and collected (Sec. 10.45).
4) All rooftop equipment must be fully screened (Sec. 19.52.01).
5) Sign Design must be in conformance with the requirements of Chapter 19, Article X of the City Code.

E.	That additional conditional use permit documents in Case File 4551BC-14 relating to the subject premises will be available for inspection pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 462.36, Subd. 1, through the Bloomington Planning Division Offices.
