	Emergency Preparedness Reports

	FIRE:  

Fire is monitoring drought conditions and risk of wildfire at this time.  However, no ban on recreational fires is currently in effect.  Fire is also monitoring avian flu.  In general, Fire continues to prepare for disasters such as tornados and severe weather.  New members of all emergency divisions are being trained in incident management to maintain preparedness.  Finally, Fire will be involved in Public Health’s training exercise in June.

POLICE:

Police is focused on training, as many new officers have been hired since 2013.  Newly-promoted officers will be attending Incident Command training in near future.  Training with schools will also take place.  In addition, a new, multi-screen scenario simulator has been added to Police’s training center.  Finally, Police will also be involved in Public Health’s June exercise.

ALLINA EMS:

This year’s focus has been on Ebola, especially with responses to the airport.  The healthcare community has increased their training, including donning and doffing PPE (personal protective equipment).  EMS finished the year with 9,630 service calls in the city, with a response time of 6:58.  Several new EMS personnel were hired last year and three new vehicle units designed around personnel safety and increased patient safety have been added.  Finally, EMS is aware of (at trying to accommodate) the metro-wide behavioral/mental health concerns, knowing that hospitals are too full to accommodate these kinds of calls for service.

PUBLIC HEALTH:

Since Brodsky is no longer at BPH, all public health emergency issues or questions can be directed to Paulsen or Nelson in the interim.  The Southwest Regional Recovery Group was developed in Hennepin County after the North Minneapolis tornadoes last year, allowing community groups to network before disaster strikes.  MDH has offered funding to help with recovery focused around outreach and education to the public on various aspects of outbreaks (i.e. quarantine, monitoring, expectations, etc.)  The bioterrorist exercise planned for June 25 will test the city’s readiness in communication and dispensing medication to first responders. Finally, the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) recently trained and set up liaisons with members of the Somali community.<-@

	Flu Update @->
	Stanley provided the Board with an update regarding the flu season.  The increase in influenza cases started in about mid-November, rather than January.  During the 2014-2015 flu season, there were 3,971 flu-related hospitalizations (mostly over age 65) and 10 flu-related pediatric deaths in Minnesota.  Finally, 3,860 vaccines were given by BPH this season.<-@<-@
