[bookmark: _GoBack]            A RESOLUTION ADOPTING ORGANIZED COLLECTION OF RESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE MATERIAL IN THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON
	

	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington (“City”); and

	WHEREAS, on October 13, 2014, the City Council passed a resolution initiating the first step of organized solid waste collection, as outlined in Minnesota Statutes §115A.94, to negotiate with the seven residential haulers currently licensed to operate in Bloomington (“Existing Haulers”); and

	WHEREAS, on February 2, 2015, the City Council began the next step toward organized collection as outlined in Minnesota Statutes §115A.94 by forming an Organized Collections Options Committee (“OCOC”) and directed negotiations to continue with the Existing Haulers; and

	WHEREAS, on April 30, 2015, the Existing Haulers submitted their most recent proposal to provide residential solid waste collection services in Bloomington that meets the requirements of Minnesota Statutes §115A.94, subd. 4d (“Hauler Proposal”); and 

WHEREAS, on May 4, 2015, the City Council reviewed a report from the OCOC that included an option to proceed to a public hearing with the Hauler Proposal; and

WHEREAS, on May 4, 2015, the City Council voted to proceed to a public hearing with organized collection based on the Hauler Proposal; and

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statute 115A.94 requires the City Council to publish and hold a public hearing to receive public input regarding organized collection before voting to implement organized collection; and

WHEREAS, the City Council published a notice and held a public hearing to receive public input regarding organized collection of solid waste in the City of Bloomington on June 1, 2015, at 7:00 P.M, approximately 93 persons addressed the City Council at that public hearing, after which the City Council closed the hearing and scheduled the matter of organized collection for a vote of the Council on June 22, 2015.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Bloomington, Minnesota, the City adopts the organized collection of solid waste material for all single family residential properties and townhomes where individual units currently contract independently for trash service; and 
	
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the City Council that City Code amendments be drafted to implement organized collection in a manner consistent with the Hauler Proposal and that a contract be developed using the Hauler Proposal between the Existing Haulers and the City of Bloomington with a goal of implementation of such an organized residential solid waste collection program by May 1, 2016.
