	Metropolitan Council Update from Metropolitan CouncilMember 
Steve Elkins@->
	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__15266]Grout introduced Steve Elkins who is a Councilmember for the Metropolitan Council Transportation Advisory Board.

Elkins stated that every 10 years, the Council is charged with revising the regional Transportation Policy Plan using census results.  The program is entitled “Thrive 2040” and was written in conjunction with major system plans for housing, transportation and regional parks.  

(Fossum arrived at 6:04 p.m.)

Elkins explained the criteria used to determine eligibility for Livable Communities grants.  There was discussion about demographic trends, housing goals and efforts to maintain and foster affordable housing.  It was noted that non-profit developers typically need several sources of financing in order to complete an affordable housing development.  New apartment complexes normally do not offer mixed income units and the Metropolitan Council is looking for ways to incent developers to make a portion of their units affordable.  Carlson pointed out that many times, affordable units are smaller in size and multi-bedroom units for larger families are in short supply.

Elkins indicated there has been recent interest from developers to build near transit, including the future Orange Line Bus Rapid Transit line.
