A RESOLUTION ORDERING IMPROVEMENTS
SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL JEFFERSON AREA IMPROVEMENTS
(CITY PROJECT 2016-203)
	

	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

	WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington was awarded funding through a MnDOT Safe Routes to School Grant Solicitation for fiscal year 2016; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington and Bloomington Public School has been working collaboratively on development of a Safe Routes to School Plan, with recommended infrastructure improvements to improve safety and encourage walking and biking to school; and  

	WHEREAS, the project will consist of the installation of Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacon (RRFB) systems and pedestrian ramp improvements at three school crossing locations within the designated school walking boundary of Thomas Jefferson High School, Hubert Olson Middle School and Elementary School, as well as on-site access safety improvements and improved bicycle storage; and

	WHEREAS, the project is anticipated to be funded by the federal Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) funding, City of Bloomington local funds and no special assessments are proposed;

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MINNESOTA, THAT;

1. Such improvements were ordered by the City Council on the 24th day of August 2015, after due consideration of all information, petitions and testimony, for construction on or before the year 2017.

2. The Engineering Division of the City of Bloomington Public Works Department is hereby designated Engineers for these improvements.  They shall prepare plans and specifications for the making of such improvements.
