	Presentation of 2014 Financial Statements@->
	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__16573]Grout introduced Dave Mol with Redpath and Company who presented the HRA’s annual financial audit report for 2014.  Amy Sevig, the HRA’s accountant, was also in attendance.

Mol explained that the HRA is included in City’s statements and that there are five reports issued by the Auditor.  The Opinion on Financial Statements resulted in a clean opinion on the 2014 statements.  The Report on Internal Controls noted no items, and there were no findings of noncompliance in the Report on Minnesota Legal Compliance.  The Report on Compliance with Federal Program Requirements is the single audit which includes Section 8 and Community Development Block Grant and also resulted in no items of noncompliance.  The Communications to Those Charged with Governance reported no difficulties encountered in performing the audit.
