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A RESOLUTION DECLARING ADEQUACY OF A PETITION FOR INCLUSION IN ASSESSMENT DISTRICT & WAIVER OF OBJECTION FOR THE DELAYED ASSESSMENT OF CITY PROJECT 2010-501 NORMANDALE LAKE DISTRICT SANITARY SEWER RELIEVER PIPE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT AND APPROVING ASSESSMENT ROLL 2015-4
	

	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

	WHEREAS, on October 5, 2015, the City Council approved a Revised Preliminary Development Plan and Final Development Plan for an apartment complex and associated parking at 5650 American Boulevard West (“the Property”); and

WHEREAS, condition of approval #10 stated that “Prior to issuance of the building permit, the special assessment for the sanitary sewer work completed in 2011 must be levied on the property;” and

WHEREAS, the City is in receipt of a Petition for Inclusion in Assessment District & Waiver of Objection (“the Petition”), in which the developer has agreed to be assessed its portion for City Project 2010-501, which is $50,111.81 and to remove a Norman Pointe monument sign that is located on the Property that obstructs sight lines at the intersection as part of constructing the apartment complex; and

	WHEREAS, the Developer waives the requirement for a hearing of the assessment proceedings and other formalities required by Minnesota Statutes Chapter 429; and 

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON IN REGULAR MEETING ASSEMBLED THAT; 

1. The City Council declares that the Petition is adequate.

2. Assessment 2015-4, a copy of which is on file in the office of the City Clerk, is hereby accepted and shall constitute the special assessment against the lands named therein; and each tract of land therein included is hereby found to be benefited by the proposed improvements in the amount of the assessment levied against it and the amount assessed is less than the total cost of the improvement.

3. The owner of any property so assessed may, following Council approval of the assessment roll, pay the whole or an amount of one-hundred dollars ($100.00) or more of the assessment on such property to the City Treasurer, prior to final certification of the assessment roll, with no interest charged if the assessment is paid by November 27th of the current year.

4. Such assessment shall be payable in equal annual installments extending over a period of twenty years.  Such assessment will be spread on the real estate tax statement, and the first installments shall be payable on or before May 15, 2016 and shall bear interest on the entire assessment at the rate of five percent (5%) per annum from October 1, 2015 to December 31, 2016.  To each subsequent installment shall be added interest for one year on the unpaid balance.  The owner may at any time pay to the City Treasurer the remaining balance of the assessment.

5. The City Clerk shall transmit a certified copy of this assessment roll to the County Auditor to be extended on the proper tax lists of the County, and such assessments shall be collected and paid in the same manner as other municipal taxes.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that levying this special assessment satisfies the City Council Condition #10 for the Revised Preliminary and Final Development Plan approval from October 5, 2015.
