A RESOLUTION APPROVING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR PLACE OF ASSEMBLY IN THE R-1, SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL, ZONING DISTRICT AT 8401 PALMER AVENUE SOUTH BLOOMINGTON, MINNESOTA.


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

WHEREAS, an application (Case #10524A-15) has been filed on behalf of Jesus Celebration Center and Bloomington Public Schools, owner of the premises located at 8401 Palmer Avenue South and legally described as follows:
UNPLATTED 06 027 24
THAT PART OF THE W 590 FT OF E 1/3 OF S 1/2 OF SW 1/4 LYING E AND N OF WANDA MILLER 2ND ADDN EX ROAD
For a conditional use permit for a place of assembly in the R-1, Single Family Residential, Zoning District. 

WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington Planning Commission has reviewed said request at a duly called public meeting and recommends approval.

WHEREAS, the City Council is empowered to approve a conditional use permit when the use is not in conflict with the Comprehensive Plan or an adopted district plan for the area, is not in conflict with the stated intent of the zoning district in which it is to be located, will not unreasonably harm the public health, safety and welfare, will not create a nuisance or unreasonable congestion injurious to nearby properties, does not interfere with the creation of a beneficial environment within its own boundaries and on adjoining properties, will not interfere with a reasonable economic benefit to the community, interrelationship provisions with contiguous and noncontiguous adjacent properties will not adversely affect pedestrian and vehicular movement, and will not adversely affect the buffering of service facilities and parking areas.

WHEREAS, the City Council has considered the report of the City staff, the findings and recommendation of the Planning Commission, the comments of persons speaking regarding the proposed conditional use permit and the factors in Bloomington City Code Section 21.501.04 (e) (1) through (5) and has found as follows:
	
(1)	The proposed use is not in conflict with the Comprehensive Plan;

· The subject property is guided for Public according to the Comprehensive Plan.  Places of assembly on a parcel guided as Public are not in conflict with the guidance of the Comprehensive Plan.

(2)	The proposed use is not in conflict with any adopted District Plan for the area;

· The property is not located within an adopted District Plan.

(3)	The proposed use is not in conflict with City Code provisions;

· Subject to compliance with the conditions of approval, the proposed use meets all City Code requirements.

(4)	The proposed use will not create an excessive burden on parks, schools, streets, and other public facilities and utilities which serve or are proposed to serve the planned development; and

· The proposed use is not of a nature, scale, or intensity to create an excessive burden on parks, schools, or other public facilities and utilities.  The limited size and time of use of the place of assembly should not increase traffic demand sufficient to have a noticeable impact on adjacent streets.  Poplar Bridge Elementary School is adjacent to 84th Street, a major collector street that has the necessary capacity to accommodate traffic to and from the site. 

(5)	The proposed use will not be injurious to the surrounding neighborhood or otherwise harm the public health, safety and welfare.

· The proposed use serves a limited congregation and would be restricted to a limited use of the total school space.  It is not anticipated that the proposed place of assembly will be injurious to the surrounding neighborhood or otherwise harm the public health, safety and welfare. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON IN REGULAR MEETING ASSEMBLED: 

A.	That the affirmative findings of the Planning Commission are adopted by the City Council;
B.	That the conditional use permit shall expire if not used or applied in accordance with the provisions of City Code Section 21.501.04(g);
C.	That the conditional use permit may be suspended or revoked in accordance with the provisions of City Code Section 21.501.04(h);
D.	That the requested conditional use permit is approved, subject to the following conditions of approval: 

1) The place of assembly is limited to the cafeteria, teacher’s lounge and kid safari room identified in the plans submitted for Case 10524A-15.
2) Sewer Availability Charge (SAC) must be determined and be satisfied.
3) Prior to occupancy, the sprinkler system, exit signage, and emergency lighting must be approved by the City of Bloomington Fire Marshal.
4) Concurrent use of Poplar Bridge Elementary School and Jesus Celebration Center that will cause a non-conforming parking scenario is not permitted. 

While the use and improvements must comply with all applicable local, state and federal codes, the applicant should pay particular attention to the following Code requirements:

1) Any signage must be in accordance with Chapter 19, Article X of the City Code;
2) All trash and recyclable materials must be stored inside the principal building (Sec. 19.51).

E.	That additional conditional use permit documents relating to the subject premises from Case 10524A-15 will be available for inspection pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 462.36, Subd. 1, through the Bloomington City Planning Office.
