	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__20851]City Manager Jamie Verbrugge stated staff reviewed the public comments from the last Council meeting and there was nothing new to respond to.

	 Public Comment
	Mayor Winstead declared the public comment period open for anyone wishing to address the Council on matters not on tonight’s agenda.

Speaker #1:  Sally Ness, 8127 Oakland Avenue South
Referencing the Dar Al Farooq Youth & Family Center (AFYFC) at 8201 Park Avenue South, she again commented on the berm.  She displayed some City e-mails pertaining to the berm, which she said AFYFC built on shared property without getting permission, and which contains buried concrete.  She said the City should not be asking AFYFC to share in the cost of the berm clean up; they should pay for all of it.  She questioned why neither the City Council nor City staff referred AFYFC to the rule regarding buried concrete; Sec. 10.14.01 of the City Code that addresses disposal of refuse.



	
	
	Ness again questioned how AFYFC was allowed to obtain a food license without having a certified food manager on staff for two years.  She also asked how AFYFC was allowed to construct parking in front of their building.   She believes AFYFC took concrete from in front of their building and buried it in the berm.  She commented cars are still rolling through stop signs and speeding in her neighborhood and used an aerial photo to indicate where.  She showed more City e-mails and photos of Type III vehicles parked along Park Avenue, vehicles illegally parking in handicapped parking spots, and cars double-parking.  She said police officers are not patrolling the area during the most congested traffic times to observe these violations.  She claims the officers leave the area when the traffic starts to get heavy and said AFYFC does not have anyone outside of the building monitoring or directing traffic.  

Winstead told Ness because she has brought up the same issues regarding the berm, the fence, AFYFC’s food license, the illegal parking, etc. repeatedly, she will not be able to comment on those same issues at future meetings.  He said those issues have been investigated by City staff and there is nothing new to report on.

Speaker  #2:  Matt Muyres, 3608 Canterbury Drive
He said he doesn’t know who is for or against the “paved trail” but said the citizens of Bloomington understand the City is for it.  He said a paved trail will be the “single biggest environmentally destructive project in Bloomington’s history.”  He said there is no corridor or old railroad bed to use for an 8-9 mile long, 12-14 feet wide trail.  He realizes the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) is pushing this project forward but said he and others question Bloomington’s conservation efforts on some of these issues.  

Winstead told Muyres he can represent himself but not all residents.

Muyres asked what it would take for the City of Bloomington to say no; that a wooded area, wetland or stream is too important to be redeveloped.  He said the river valley should be preserved.  He said a fair amount of Bloomington residents are questioning Bloomington’s conservation efforts and this is a prime example.  He said once the trail is constructed, it’s gone forever. 

Mayor Winstead asked if anyone else wished to address the Council.  No one came forward to speak so the public comment period was closed.

	 City Council Policy & Issue Update
	Verbrugge explained this meeting was initially scheduled in anticipation of a progressive organized collection timeline and requested Public Works Director Karl Keel update the Council on where the process stands.

Keel showed Council the critical schedule that anticipated an organized collection start date of April 4, 2016.  He said staff has been meeting with a subcommittee of the haulers on a negotiated contract.  He said all substantive issues of the contract have been agreed upon but the negotiations have slowed down due to the legal review of the contract details.  As a result, the contract was not ready for Council action tonight.   Staff informed the haulers the City is expecting to have a negotiated contract ready to present to the City Council on December 21, 2015, which means negotiations must be completed by December 16.  If that date isn’t met, staff will request the Council reconvene the Organized Collection Options Committee to review other options, including the possibility of going to a Request for Proposals process.  He showed the revised schedule.  Staff will bring an ordinance allowing organized collection on December 21 and should receive the haulers’ data on December 22.  He said the revised schedule does not affect the resolution date of the pending lawsuit.  The Judge’s last day for a ruling is January 21, 2016.  He said if these dates are met, organized collection would be pushed back from April 4 to May 2, 2016 or possibly into early June.  He said the process of negotiating with seven different haulers has been very complicated.

Winstead asked if the delay in getting a final contract is due to legal issues or someone dragging their feet.  He also asked if the haulers had completed their internal agreement that forms the hauler consortium as an LLC.  Keel replied staff has been dealing with a subcommittee of the haulers but now the legal entities for the haulers have become involved causing this recent delay.  He confirmed the haulers have drafted a consortium LLC agreement that meets the City’s needs but it won’t get filed with the Secretary of State’s Office until the services contract between the City and the LLC comes before the Council.  He believes the subcommittee has been moving in good faith.

Winstead inquired if the haulers will be ready to deliver their data to the City once the contract is approved.  Keel replied they will be.

Baloga said he can understand the legal issues but doesn’t understand the delay in getting the hauler data.  He said that delay indicates problems with the execution of this ordinance and the contract.  He’d like it to be known to the consortium that the Council has the opportunity to go forward with an RFP if these goals aren’t met on December 16 and that the Council will meet to reconvene the OCOC shortly after that to pursue an RFP.  Keel explained the City is requesting their customer data, which the haulers are hesitant to provide until there is an approved contract with the City, as it will become public data available to their competitors should a contract not move forward.  The haulers understand a transfer of that customer information will take place once the agreement is signed.
