Memorandum of Understanding Between

This Memorandum of Understanding is made and entered into between the City of Bloomington (“CITY”) at 1800 W. Old Shakopee Road, Bloomington, MN 55431 and Geritom Medical, Inc. (“ENTITY”) at address 10501 Florida Ave S. Bloomington, MN 55438 on this the ___
day of 



, 2015.


WHEREAS, the parties wish to cooperate in the event a local and state emergency is declared under Minnesota Chapter 12, Emergency management Act; and

WHEREAS, ENTITY is acting as a Closed POD pursuant to Minnesota Statutes section 144.4198, subd. 1 "Closed point of dispensing (POD)" means a dispensing or vaccinating location, including but not limited to a business, nonprofit, governmental, correctional, educational, health care, religious, or other entity that dispenses to a limited group such as employees and their household members, residents, business guests, students, or inmates. A Closed POD is not open to the public.

WHEREAS, the parties agree it will be mutually beneficial to make agreements in advance for responding to such an emergency;

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties mutually agree as follows:

1. CITY and ENTITY shall mutually support each other in planning for an emergency incident, including providing contact person(s) for each party and in development of a plan for receiving and dispensing prophylaxis (“Closed POD Plan”).   

2. The Closed POD Plan must follow the minimum elements of as identified by the Minnesota Department of Health, as modified from time to time.
3. ENTITY shall provide to CITY the maximum number of prophylaxis that will be needed for staff, their households, and residents/guests upon activation of the Closed POD Plan.
4. ENTITY shall provide appropriate personnel to be trained in advance to dispense prophylaxis and agrees to update staff with new information provided by CITY.

5. ENTITY shall identify a primary and backup courier to pick up prophylaxis and instructions.
6. CITY will provide training and other information to ENTITY to prepare for an emergency.

In the event an emergency is declared requiring the mass dispensing of prophylactic antibiotics:
1. ENTITY agrees it will send one (1) of its designated couriers to the identified local distribution center to receive the medication;
2. CITY agrees it will make available to ENTITY the agreed-upon quantities of the prophylaxis indentified in ENTITY’s plan, to the extent such supplies are available; 
3. ENTITY shall dispense prophylaxis provided by CITY as per the protocol provided by the Minnesota Department of Health and/or Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.
4. ENTITY agrees to administer the prophylaxis to the identified staff, households, and groups as outlined in their plan and will not provide medication or vaccine to the “general public”.
5. ENTITY shall maintain an accurate record of the number of prophylaxis distributed by ENTITY during an event and provide those to CITY as requested.

6. ENTITY shall return any unused prophylaxis or materials to CITY upon conclusion of the emergency response as directed by CITY.

Miscellaneous:
1. Confidentiality of all patient information must be maintained in accordance with the current Minnesota Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) and Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Chapter 13 by both Entity and BPH.

2. The participation of ENTITY is voluntary at the time of an event. In such case, staff and identified groups of that ENTITY would need to obtain medications or vaccine via BPH operations and will not receive preferential treatment.
3. Each party shall be responsible for its own acts and the results thereof, to the extent authorized by law, and shall not be responsible for the acts of the other party and the results thereof.  This in no way constitutes a waiver of the municipal liability tort limits set by Minn. Stat. Chapter §466, or as may be amended from time to time.
