A RESOLUTION DIRECTING PUBLICATION OF ORDINANCE NO. 2015-___,
AN ORDINANCE THAT INCLUDES CITY CODE AMENDMENTS GRANTING NORTHERN STATES POWER COMPANY, D/B/A XCEL ENERGY, A MINNESOTA CORPORATION, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, A FRANCHISE TO CONSTRUCT, OPERATE, REPAIR AND MAINTAIN AN ELECTRIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM AND TRANSMISSION LINES, INCLUDING NECESSARY POLES, LINES, FIXTURES AND APPURTENANCES, FOR THE FURNISHINGS OF ELECTRIC ENERGY TO THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MINNESOTA, FOR SUCH PURPOSE; AND, PRESCRIBING CERTAIN TERMS AND CONDITIONS THEREOF, THEREBY AMENDING CHAPTER 20 OF THE CITY CODE

	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

	WHEREAS, Section 3.08 of the Bloomington City Charter provides as follows:

“SEC. 3.08 SIGNING AND PUBLICATION OF ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS.

Every ordinance or resolution passed by the council shall be signed by the mayor or by the acting mayor, attested by the secretary of the council and filed and preserved by the secretary. Every ordinance and such resolutions as may be designated by the mayor or by two other members of the council shall be published at least once in the official newspaper. The city council may by a two-thirds vote of all its members direct publication of only the title and a summary of an ordinance. This may be done only if the council approves the text of the summary and determines that it would clearly inform the public of the intent and effect of the ordinance. The summary shall comply with the requirements of Minnesota Statutes section 331A.01, Subd. 10 and shall give notice that a full copy of the ordinance is available for inspection during regular office hours at the city clerk’s office. To the extent and in the manner provided by law, an ordinance may incorporate by reference a statute of Minnesota, a state administrative rule or a regulation, a code, or ordinance or part thereof without publishing the material referred to in full”; and

	WHEREAS, the City Council at its regular meeting on December 21, 2015, enacted the attached ordinance amending Chapter 20 of the Bloomington City Code by granting to Northern States Power Company, d/b/a Xcel Energy, a Minnesota corporation, the right to place and maintain facilities in the City’s rights-of-way and other public ground for the purpose of providing electric energy service to customers in the City for a period of 20 years.   The franchise is granted by authority delegated to the City in Minnesota Statutes, Section 216B.36 to require a franchise from a gas utility subject to the City’s regulatory power to manage utility use of City rights-of-way and public ground.    
	NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, that the following title and summary of the ordinance be published in the official newspaper. The City Council determines that the following summary would clearly inform the public of the intent and effect of the ordinance enacted:

[bookmark: _GoBack]	On December 21, 2015, at its regular meeting, the Bloomington City Council enacted a 10-page ordinance amending Chapter 20 of the Bloomington City Code to grant Northern States Power Company, d/b/a Xcel Energy, a Minnesota corporation, the right to place and maintain facilities in the City’s rights-of-way and other public ground for the purpose of providing electric gas service to customers in the City for a period of 20 years. The franchise is granted by authority delegated to the City in Minnesota Statutes, Section 216B.36 to require a franchise for electric utility subject to the City’s regulatory power to manage utility use of City rights-of-way and public ground.    The full ordinance is available for inspection weekdays at the City Clerk’s Office, 1800 West Old Shakopee Road, Bloomington, MN (952) 563-8700, during the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.
