	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington on the 5th day of October 2015, ordered the preparation of a Feasibility Report for the 2016 PMP Street Reconstruction Project (City Project 2016-101); and

	WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution passed by the City Council of the City of Bloomington on the 16th day of November 2015, and the 21st day of December 2015, the City Engineer has prepared plans and specifications for the improvement of 4.06 miles of road in various locations, and has presented such plans and specifications to the Council for approval; and

WHEREAS, Old Cedar Avenue from East Old Shakopee Road to South Terminus will be reconstructed as part of the 2015-203 Old Cedar Avenue Bridge Trailhead and 2016-204 Old Cedar Ave Trail Projects.  In addition, 17th Avenue from East 84th Street to East 86th Street will be reconstructed as part of the 2016-501 Bloomington Avenue Sanitary Sewer Project.  Both of these projects will be brought to Council at a later date for plan and specification approval; and   

WHEREAS, the project is anticipated to be funded by a combination of assessments, municipal bonds, utility and road improvement funds; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost of the project is $8,500,000 and the estimated portion to be assessed is $1,850,000; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington determined that the calculation method that should be used for the special assessment shall be based on an adjusted front footage calculation for each lot, equating all lots to that of a rectangular lot.  The calculation method that was used was passed by City Council Policy in 1962, and reasonably calculates the special benefit received by each property to be assessed as a result of the project; and

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MINNESOTA, THAT;

1. The plans and specifications for the construction of the aforementioned project have been presented to the City Council, copies of which are on file in the Engineering Department, and are hereby accepted upon the recommendation of the City Engineer.

2. The City Engineer shall prepare and cause to be inserted in the official paper of the City of Bloomington and in the Finance and Commerce an advertisement for bids for the making of such improvement under such approved plans and specifications.  The advertisement shall be published as required by law, shall specify the work to be done, shall call the bids on the basis of cash payment for such work, shall state the date and time that the bids will be received by the City Clerk and City Engineer at which time they will be publicly opened in the Bloomington Public Works Department and subsequently be considered by the Council; and that no bids will be considered unless sealed and filed with the City Clerk and accompanied by a cash deposit, certified check or bid bond payable to the City of Bloomington for five (5) percent of the amount of such bid.
