A RESOLUTION ORDERING IMPROVEMENTS, 
APPROVING PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS, 
AND ORDERING ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS FOR
NORMANDALE BLVD (CSAH 34)
 (CITY PROJECT 2016-201)
	

	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington on the 21st day of April 2014, approved the funding for the preparation of a Feasibility Report for construction of City Project Normandale Boulevard (CSAH 34) between Nine Mile Creek and West 94th Street  (City Project 2016-201); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution passed by the City Council of the City of Bloomington on the 3rd day of November 2014, the City Engineer has determined that the proposed improvement is necessary, cost-effective, and feasible as indicated in the Feasibility Report for Normandale Boulevard (CSAH 34) (City Project 2016-201);

	WHEREAS, the City Engineer has prepared plans and specifications for the reconstruction of approximately one mile of road, and has presented such plans and specifications to the Council for approval; and

	WHEREAS, the project is anticipated to be funded by a combination of a Federal grant, Hennepin County funds and the City of Bloomington funds; and

	WHEREAS, the estimated cost of the project is approximately $13,200,000 and a special assessment is not being contemplated for this project.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MINNESOTA, THAT;

1. Such improvements as listed above were ordered with three-fifths vote by the City Council on the 22nd day of February, 2016, after due consideration of all information, for construction on or before the year 2018.

2. The plans and specifications for the construction of the aforementioned project have been presented to the City Council, copies of which are on file in the Engineering Department, and are hereby accepted upon the recommendation of the City Engineer.

3. The City Engineer shall prepare and cause to be inserted in the official paper of the City of Bloomington and in the Finance and Commerce an advertisement for bids for the making of such improvement under such approved plans and specifications.  The advertisement shall be published as required by law, shall specify the work to be done, shall call the bids on the basis of cash payment for such work, shall state the date and time that the bids will be received by the City Clerk and City Engineer at which time they will be publicly opened in the Bloomington Public Works Department and subsequently be considered by the Council; and that no bids will be considered unless sealed and filed with the City Clerk and accompanied by a cash deposit, certified check or bid bond payable to the City of Bloomington for five (5) percent of the amount of such bid.
