	 Presentation by Assistant City Manager Elizabeth Tolzmann@->
	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__26278]Grout introduced Elizabeth Tolzmann, Assistant City Manager.  She gave a brief background on her career and explained that her position with the City began approximately five months ago.  The focus of her responsibilities will include fostering community engagement initiatives, diversity inclusion and internal organizational development.

Tolzmann noted that staff is working on a 20-year comp plan which includes housing, transportation and natural resources and will be soliciting members for an advisory board.

Tolzmann was recently involved in strategic priorities planning with the City Council.  Those include community image; renewing neighborhoods and creating more affordable housing; inclusion and equity to diversify the City’s workforce and ensure that programs and services are reflective of the community; environmental sustainability; high quality service delivery to meet expectations and improve customer service; and maintaining and expanding community amenities.

	 IRS Letter Concerning Proposed Changes to Political Subdivisions@->
	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__26279]Grout referred to a letter included with the agenda that was recently sent to the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) on behalf of the City, Port Authority, and HRA.  The letter was in response to a proposed IRS rule limiting the power of political subdivisions to issue tax exempt bonds and explained that it would restrict the City’s ability to accomplish the goals of economic development, affordable housing, and redevelopment.

	 Resolution authorizing interfund loan for Knox and American TIF District@->
	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__26280]Grout explained that staff is proposing to create two Tax Increment Financing (TIF) districts for Knox and American, the next phase of the Penn and American development.  The attached resolution would allow the HRA to document an interfund loan to recoup future TIF-related expenses up to $5.5 million in the event that additional revenue is available.  Expenses could include land acquisition and stormwater management.  Approval of the proposed TIF district goes before City Council this summer.

Program has been ongoing for several years and provides home maintenance for seniors.  It is funded by the City with Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HRA levy funds.  Staff is requesting approval to provide SCS with up to $20,000 in funding for 2016.  This is the same amount as 2015.
