Introduction Board	The meeting convened at 6:01 p.m.  Gersemehl 
Members & Staff	welcomed all returning Board members.  He 
Item #1	reviewed the agenda, stating he would quickly go 
through a PowerPoint presentation for review purposes.  Board members Dahlen, Dodd, and Hildestad would be sworn in for terms expiring December 31, 2015.

Review			Gersemehl presented an overview of the Local Board of 
Item #2	Appeal and Equalization via a PowerPoint presentation.  Gersemehl stated that the overall City real property value increased 5.6%.  Single family residential increased 9% overall.  Commercial segment increased 1.2% overall.  Apartment segment increased 7% overall.  

	One change that did occur was the Property Tax Refund terminology changed and is now called Minnesota Homestead Credit Refund.

	Gersemehl reviewed the rules of the Board explaining they will use Robert’s Rules of Order and abide by the Minnesota Open Meeting Law.  A quorum, consisting of three of the five members, must be in attendance to proceed with the Board.  He further explained that all Board members have been through the Department of Revenue training process.

	Gersemehl reviewed the procedures for the Board stating all changes must be fact based and the Board is setting market value not property taxes.  The Board will meet on April 16 and reconvene that meeting to April 30.  The Board’s value determinations are final and the City Assessor reports the decisions to the City Council and the decisions are then passed along to Hennepin County.

Gersemehl stated the Board’s results will be presented to the City Council on May 5.

	Gersemehl reminded the Board if an appellant wants to preserve their rights to go to the County Board, the Local Board must sustain the assessment at the local level. 

Case Presentation	Anderson stated the Value Notices went out two weeks later than normal.  Calls were up 30%.   Fifteen applications have been sent out and as of today only six have been returned.  Four of the returned applications are residential and two are commercial.  

	On the night of the Board, Board members will again receive a commentary on each case.

	Anderson also shared the memorandum of the 2013 Board case updates. 

	Smith commented that Staff is working on the two commercial cases.  They are waiting for approval to do an inspection on the properties.  Smith stated that neither of the two owners will come to the Board.  Staff will make a recommendation to the Board, based on if they are allowed into the property, on the 16th.

Appointment of Chair	Hildestadt made a motion to again nominate Tom Meyers as Chair for the 2014 Board of Appeal and Equalization.  

	The motion carried 4-0.
		
	Meyers accepted the nomination.
