A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON TO EXECUTE AND ENTER INTO AGREEMENT NO. 1025922 WITH THE COMMISSIONER OF TRANSPORTATION FOR FEDERAL PARTICIPATION IN PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING 
(CITY PROJECT 2016-202)

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and 
WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington is proposing a federal aid project to improve signal operations along multiple corridors within the City.  One part of that work includes preparing and implementing signal timing plans to coordinate and optimize the signal timing, hereinafter referred to as the “Project”; and
WHEREAS, the City will hire a consultant to prepare signal timing plans for the Project in accordance with Agency Agreement No. 1025922 which has been executed between the City and MnDOT, appointing MnDOT as the City’s agent to receive and disburse transportation related federal funds and sets forth duties and responsibilities for letting, payment and other procedures for a federally funded contract let by the City; and 
WHEREAS, The Project has been determined to be eligible for the expenditure of federal aid funds and is programmed in the approved federally approved STIP for the fiscal year 2016 and the project is identified in MnDOT records as State Project 107-030-006, and in Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) records as Minnesota Project CMAQ 2716(066); and 
WHEREAS, it is estimated the total cost of the (Preliminary Engineering) Project is $200,000 and the anticipated federal funding will be $160,000.  The remaining share will be paid by the City.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON that pursuant to Minnesota Stat. Sec. 161.36, the Commissioner of Transportation be appointed as Agent of the City of Bloomington to accept as its agent, federal aid funds which may be made available for eligible transportation related projects.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Mayor, Gene Winstead; and James D. Verbrugge, City Manager;   are hereby authorized and directed for and on behalf of the City to execute and enter into an agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation prescribing the terms and conditions of said federal aid participation as set forth and contained in “Minnesota Department of Transportation Agency Agreement No. 1025922”, a copy of which said agreement was before the City Council and which is made a part of hereof by reference.
