	Next Steps
1. Recommend change in language of Proclamation title and final whereas from “Native American” to “American Indian”.  Z. Bicott will provide rational to the HRC Commission on September 19 on the change and request approval of the change to the proclamation. 
Rational: 
a. Any one born in America is considered Native; and
b. Indigenous people to the land known as the United States use both terms, however to create consistency in written language opted to use “American Indian.”

2. Z. Bicott to select four additional businesses from Chamber listing as prospects for sponsorship and to work with staff. Deadline for acquiring sponsorship is September 23rd.
