City Manager Verbrugge stated that in the last five months, the City Council engaged with City leaders, staff and the community to develop a strategic plan for the three-year period 2017-2020.   The strategic plan consists of a set of six strategic priorities, which are the issues of highest priority for the next three years. Within each strategic priority is a set of desired outcomes, key outcome indicators, and performance targets, which describe expected results and how the results will be measured.  City leaders, staff and community partners were engaged to develop strategic initiatives for each priority, which define the actions that will be taken to achieve the targeted outcomes.  The City Council will receive periodic updates on the strategic plan quarterly and annually with the understanding that it is a work in progress and that adjustments may need to be made occasionally to reflect changes in the environment or other emerging issues.  Added that, regarding sustainability, the Environmental Sustainability Commission has been formed including two Councilmembers that helped put the charter together.  There will be continued communication to the community.

	City Manager Verbrugge mentioned the resident that addressed the ordinance pertaining to chickens that asked Council to revisit that ordinance and reduce setbacks.  Staff responded back saying there isn't strong momentum to revise that ordinance that was last revised in 2010.  Proposed a work plan to look at different issues and will add this to the list. The resident was satisfied and will be in contact in the future. 

Verbrugge mentioned a Bloomington resident who is also an employee of the consortium of haulers that was concerned about whether there was an opt out option as an employee of the haulers.  Worked that issue through him and consortium.  

Public Works Director Karl Keel gave an update on garbage and recycling (formerly organized collection).  Will go live on October 3rd.  There has been a lot of concern and confusion.  For the past six weeks, the City has received approximately 1500 calls per week regarding the intricacies of the swapping out of the cans.  3/4 or 17,000 carts have been swapped out as of last week.  Approximately 500 mistakes were made about cart size.  There were about 500 that would like to switch the cart size that can be done after October 3rd.  The transition to a new program has a lot of conflicts and anxiety.  Until it becomes normalized again, it will continue for about six months.  We are hopeful that the cart rollout will be the largest issue. 

Lowman asked if there have been issues with billing and if we're ready for that.  Keel said that for the past 6 weeks, they've been receiving it as part of their utility bill.  Encouraged people to pay attention to their bills.  If they feel they're receiving something different than what's on the bill, call Utility Billing.  

Mayor Winstead opened public comment period at 7:46pm.
Speaker #1:  Karen Nordstrom, 9123 Forest Hills Circle:  

Thanked Councilmember Vlaisavljevich for being part of City Council.  Said she is welcoming the garbage and recycling program.  Met one of the recyclers and seemed happy and said it's a good thing for them.  The residents, once they get used to it, will be fine.  

Nordstrom asked about smoke pits/fire pits.  Mentioned she could smell someone burning garbage in Bloomington.  Burning brush went on and on.  Would like to know what the education process is in the city, in the Bloomington Sun Current.  Need to do more education so people aren't burning brush.  Minnesota Department of Health.  There are harmful dioxins and particulates in burning trash.  Outstate burn barrels are used in other counties and it is harmful to the lungs.  Largest source of dioxins in the US.  Doesn't see a difference between burn barrel and fire pit.  It's annoying and there are too many people in this city that are not being cognizant of their neighbors.  Will send the address of the offender to Verbrugge.

Centinario spoke regarding the existing vacation.  Applicant proposing to vacate West 80th street, which only serves Toro.  Staff is in support of vacation.  Toro would be responsible for those.  As part of PDP they may ask Council to vacate Grand Avenue South. 
Busse asked how close we are to actually impacting traffic.  Centinario said one detail for this project is that the employees that would occupy the expansion are already on the Toro campus.  Traffic for this project won’t change much.

	 Hennepin County District Court Facility at Bloomington Civic Plaza
	Requested Action:@-> Approval of the Development Agreement, Lease, and Parking Development Agreement for the Hennepin County District Court Facility at Bloomington Civic Plaza.
<-@->@HRA Administrator Doug Grout provided presentation objective, development agreement, lease, parking development agreement.  Explained the two open houses that were held in August.  Explained the media coverage that this project has had.  Recapped the cost and schedule, project design, showed a basic layout of the floorplans, explained parking and impound lot.  Explained what the development agreement includes, the lease, parking development agreement, parking improvements, and public safety concerns. 

Carlson said construction management, parking, security, and access plan are integral to what is being presented.  Lee Anderson from Hennepin County said they anticipate drafting during next phase of development, in the next three months. During that time, the draft will be brought forward and will be working with City staff for how the plan can be laid out.  Likely won’t be complete until a contractor is selected.  Anticipate staged approval as we step from preliminary to final plan with final approval happening before construction starts.  

Carlson said it seems like this work seems out of order and in a piecemeal approach. 
Lee said they are at a stage where the design isn’t fully complete, and that follows with the development.  More detail needs to be worked out with the City over the next three months.  We are at about 15-20%. Is complete with how we are proposing how the building will be implemented/executed.  

Assistant City Attorney Amy Schmidt said construction management plan has been talked about.  With being so preliminary, it would be meaningless because we don’t know what it’s going to be.  The lease is expected to be executed in 2017.  Agreements are so intertwined so it’s difficult to do one without the other.  The construction plan wouldn’t be meaningful because we wouldn’t know what it looks like.  Doesn’t think it is out of sequence.  We need to get this approval before moving to next phase. 

Baloga said the forms being asked to be approved are not conditionally being approved, they’re absolutely being approved.  Then there is no recourse for any changes and all leverage is lost.  Doesn’t understand the negotiating posture because we’ve lost all ability to control once we’ve approved the primary agreements.  
Schmidt said she doesn’t feel the City has lost leverage.  The approvals for the design will go through the process that any other development goes through and will be brought back for approval, just the way other developments go.     

Baloga said he’s asked at prior study meetings to have a view of what the deck may be, and one has yet to be supplied.  That is an overriding and important item, yet the information has not been provided.  On June 13rd, Hennepin County said they’d provide the City with that information for review and consent prior to moving forward, which has not been completed.
Grout said there is a preliminary plan of parking ramp but the look is not completed yet.  
Lowman agreed on the parameters on the parking deck.  Grout clarified that the first thing is mitigation measures.  Then if those agreed not to work, the City can direct the County to construct a parking ramp. 
Mayor Winstead said there is ambiguity of the word ‘share’ regarding parking.  For clarity sake he was under the intent that, if parking is needed, a ramp would be built and the County would be responsible for that. 

Hennepin County Manager of Real Estate Michael Noonan clarified that the interpretation is correct.  If management in mitigation do not address an identified issue, the County would be directed to provide a facility. A facility is something that needs to be discussed because there are a lot of details that need to be worked out.  When talking about shared costs, if instructed it’s clear it’s 100% of the County’s cost.  If there’s a desire to build a ramp larger than the need identified, it would be a discussion for of cost sharing.  

Baloga emphasized his concerns with the vagueness of the language.  The language used made it understandable, but it’s not part of the written documentation and needs to be refined and written.  He added that he objects to the spending of City money for the courts facility within Bloomington.  Asked about the chilling system to be used to cool the courthouse.  
Grout said there have been several meetings discussing facilities and HVAC and how it will be reimbursed but has not seen an analysis.  
Baloga mentioned safety concerns and security issues, the need has been mandated by Hennepin County judges.  Grout confirmed that there will be increased security at this new building.  

Kate Fogerty, District Court Administrator, said she is not aware of a judicial order.  It is the desire to have weapon screening.  Has not had major issues at the suburban courthouses.  
Council discussed the possible costs associated with using downtown for court rather than coming to Bloomington.  Chief Jeff Potts said estimated costs with additional fees and parking. It would be a lot more expensive to utilize the downtown courthouse.  
Baloga expressed concern with the longevity of the building and Bloomington branding.  Asked what other sites Hennepin County looked at for courts locations.  Grout said they looked internally and determined there was not enough space.  They looked externally at this site. 

Baloga said we have not heard anything from other cities as to what having a courts building in Bloomington means to them and would like to hear from those people on what impacts it has or doesn’t have with that, what contributions they’d be willing to make to help facilitate a facility within Bloomington.  Grout said this can be done.  
Mayor Winstead said the Mayor of Edina expressed, not in official position of the City, that it was good they’d remain in the south metro.  The Mayor of Richfield indicated that it was a desire that it could be positioned in their community, not Bloomington.  Airport police was happy to see that this could possibly stay in the south metro.  Overall thought it was positive.  

Oleson said there was early perception that he thought was aligned with the majority of councilmembers that there is benefit in having courts in Bloomington.  Many see advantages of having the courts located here.  It is important to do the due diligence and to ask the probing questions.  There are savings for individuals who would typically have to go downtown for courts.  
Mayor Winstead opened the public hearing. Seeing nobody come forward, he asked what direction Council would like to take.  He said he did have concerns with parking, but if things are needed, it would go forward and be paid for by the appropriate parties.  It’s there, it’s been put together, people have raised issues that would be resolved.  While there have been issues, the negotiations have gone well.  It’s a unique arrangement and is confident it will be put together in a fair way.
Carlson mentioned lease agreement seems like it’s in draft form seems a bit like he’s being asked to make a decision before even having something to approve.  Asked if this can be brought back at a 60% level. He is not moved to action based on what’s been presented. 
City Manager Verbrugge mentioned that the County’s timing relates to their adoption of levy and budgeting decisions as well.  Decision points along the way are in phases, where they have to have certain commitments before they spend more money.  That’s the barrier to completing those documents.  

Carlson reiterated that he is not in support without having drawings at a 60% level. 
Busse explained that Hennepin County is a trusted partner.  He said it feels this plan is logical, it makes sense, and believes we can come to a strong arrangement, so he is in support of this.      

Baloga stated that he believes Southdale needs to be replaced and believes Bloomington is an excellent location for replacement.  Supports that. Added that his objection is that the documentation is incomplete and vague.  When Hennepin County did not look for another potential location in Bloomington, that is what created a cloud of suspicion.  Especially since it was asked for directly many times.  Stated that he will not support this item because the answers have not come forward.
  

Motion by Winstead, seconded by Lowman, to approve the Development Agreement, Lease, and Parking Development Agreement for the Hennepin County District Court Facility at Bloomington Civic Plaza.
Motion carried 5-2, Baloga and Carlson opposed.

CFO Lori Economy-Scholler gave an overview of 2017 budget via PowerPoint presentation.  Outlined the Minnesota state law property tax timeline. Explained the factors impacting property taxes. Explained a historical view of the total city market value and tax capacity by tax year.  2016 assessment for pay 2017.  Historical view:  total gross city tax capacity comparison by property segments.  Commercial industrial share of total tax base -  pay 2017.  Property segments market value changes. Residential market value history average and median valued home.  Minnesota homestead credit refund and renter’s property tax refund.  

Economy-Scholler mentioned some of the important issues to residents over the next five years.  Discussed the tier services, tiers one through three and showed a breakdown of the tiered services. Tier one are essential.    

Verbrugge mentioned that a couple years ago, we had volatility in fire pension funding.  Last year, Council asked for suggestions on how to reduce volatility.  Plan was over the course of five years, to gradually increase each year to build reserve. The budget for 2017 includes the next step up in the fire pension levy that Council approved last year.    

Economy-Scholler discussed the strategic priorities model; strategic priorities available projects; general fund revenues; proposed 2017 expenditures; 2017 proposed levy.  Verbrugge mentioned $300,000 is a placeholder for the golf consultant report which may change between now and December.  Economy-Scholler mentioned the key tax levy area changes.  

Verbrugge said the number for wages and benefits is up 4% over 2016.  Our wages are programmed in at an adjustment of 2.75% which is pretty consistent with other local governments.  About $600,000 for accrued leave is embedded in that number.  That’s not a benefit or wage that accrues to the employee, it’s a book keeping obligation.  
Economy-Scholler mentioned levy comparison and explained that City Services to homes are independent of property value.  Verbrugge said implementation of garbage and recycling estimated a $9 reduction for the average home.  
Economy-Scholler showed residential dollar amounts and commercial dollars, where the money goes to per dollar.  Mentioned there will be a TNT hearing on December 5th.  December 19th Council to approve final 2017 levy and general fund.   

Council continued discussing their views and offered recommendations on levy percentage. 
Mayor Winstead said there may need to be reprioritization of the budget, but must set the levy tonight.  

Carlson reiterated that he’d like to hear other Council comments about reduction in capital project. 

City Manager Verbrugge said it’s not a beautification project.  It’s aging infrastructure that needs to be replaced.  It’s unsafe.  Reducing that amount we would still need to handle any replacement need, put together plan documents for completing that project.  

Oleson said the pride people take for living in Bloomington is high.  Personally takes it as his responsibility to see how Bloomington is perceived.  We need to look at if the money is being spent well and look into the future.  We need to spend money wisely, ask the hard questions, and find out where corners can be cut, and be responsible for the future. 

Busse suggested passing preliminary budget tonight, then ask Staff to give additional details of and talk in study session, then come back for final. 

Carlson said in the spirit of acknowledging, we set it at 7 and go from there, understanding that 7.5 is too high.  

Vlaisavljevich said we should stay at 7.72, knowing it can come down.  Should still have accountability.  Her concern is the risk of starting too low and the consequence of not asking for enough.
Motion by Lowman, to adopt resolution for 2017 preliminary tax levy.
Seconded by Oleson. 
Carlson cannot support it at this time, because it is not acknowledging two major factors:  MOA TIFF and franchise fee.  We owe it to residents to acknowledge that.  It’s too high for the preliminary budget. 

Baloga reiterated that he is uncomfortable but needs to get done tonight.  Will vote in favor, provided that there is a very thorough scrubbing of what the numbers are, what the various changes had been, and get a very clear discussion amongst Councilmembers that this is what the budget needs to be in order to support the budget for 2017.  

Oleson agreed with Baloga.  Will support it, but added that it is important to look at efficiencies.  There is concern if we keep it too low this year.  Need to look long term.  

Motion carried 6-1, Carlson opposed.
