A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A PERMANENT EASEMENT AT 7900 CHICAGO AVE. S.


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington, a Minnesota municipal corporation, acting by and through its City Council, is authorized by law to acquire lands and easements need for public purposes; and

	WHEREAS, Hunt Electric Corporation is the owner of the property located at 7900 Chicago Avenue South, legally described on the attached Exhibit A (the “Property”); and

	WHEREAS, as part of the 2016-101 PMP Reconstruction Project a concrete sidewalk was constructed along the south side of American Boulevard East within an existing sidewalk/bikeway easement on the Property; and

WHEREAS, the owner of the Property agrees to grant the needed easement for transportation facility; and

EXHIBIT  A

Legal Description of the Property
The Property is made up of 2 separate parcels described as follows:



Parcel 1:

Lots 1 and 2, Block 1, BLOOMINGTON INDUSTRIAL PARK, according to the recorded plat thereof on file and of record in the Office of the County Recorder, in and for Hennepin County, Minnesota.

Parcel 2:

That part of the East 75 feet of the West 900 feet of the Northwest Quarter of Section 2, Township 27 North, Range 24 West of the 5th Principal Meridian, lying southerly of the westerly extension of the north line of Lot 1, Block 1, BLOOMINGTON INDUSTRIAL PARK, and lying northerly of the plat of BLOOMINGTON INDUSTRIAL PARK, according to the United States Government Survey thereof and situated in Hennepin County, Minnesota. 



EXHIBIT  B

Easement Description

An easement for transportation facility purposes over, under, and across the Property. The easement is described as follows:

Commencing at the northwest corner of said Property; thence South 0 degrees 18 minutes 21 seconds West along the west line of said Property a distance of 10.00 feet; thence North 89 degrees 50 minutes 54 seconds East, parallel with the north line of said Tract 1, a distance of 441.04 feet to the point of beginning of the area to be defined; thence South 89 degrees 50 minutes 54 seconds West a distance of 14.00 feet; thence South 0 degrees 09 minutes 06 seconds East a distance of 12.00 feet; thence North 89 degrees 50 minutes 54 seconds East a distance of 25.96 feet; thence North 45 degrees 01 minutes 53 seconds West a distance of 16.94 feet to the point of beginning and there terminating.

The transportation facility easement shall include the construction and maintenance of a bus stop shelter.
