A RESOLUTION ADOPTING MULTIPLE TEXT AMENDMENTS TO THE BLOOMINGTON COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and

WHEREAS, the City Council directed staff to prepare the Penn American District Plan to provide a framework for future development and redevelopment in the area generally in the vicinity of Penn Avenue and American Boulevard including lands east to I-35W and between I-494 and 82nd Street and a small area west of Penn Avenue; and 

WHEREAS, the Penn American District Plan was prepared with assistance from a planning consultant and with ample participation by affected property owners, surrounding residents and the general public; and 

WHEREAS,  multiple text amendments were prepared to the City of Bloomington Comprehensive Plan to incorporate the Penn American District Plan, update forecasts and incorporate recently adopted zoning districts as described in Attachment A; and

WHEREAS, on January 27, 2014 the City Council held a public hearing on and adopted the Penn American District Plan;

WHEREAS, on April 7, 2014, the City Council preliminarily approved multiple text amendments to the Bloomington Comprehensive Plan to incorporate the Penn American District Plan and make other changes and directed staff to transmit the amendments to the Metropolitan Council for review and comments; and
