Mayor Gene Winstead called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Present: Mayor Winstead, Councilmembers J. Baloga, T. Busse, T. Hulting, K. Nordsirom,
S. Peterson, and V., Wilcox.

Kent Johnson, Chairperson of the Advisory Board of Health, explained he along with the Mayor
will be presenting Bloomington's 2012 Health Promotion Award to Katie Palmsten. The award
recognizes a person or organization in the community that has made a significant contribution o the
health and wellness of City residents. Palmsten is the 15 recipient of this award.

Mayor Winstead explained this is an annual event which recognizes someone who has done
something in the community. Palmsten is being recognized for her leadership and dedication in
creating environments that support healthy eating and physical activity for the City’s youngest
residents who participate in Bloomington’s Early Childhood and Family Education programs.

On behalf of the City, Winstead and Johnson presented the 2012 Health Promotion Award to Katie
Palmsten, Palmsten expressed her thanks to the City and Advisory Board of Health for the award.

Mayor Winstead read a proclamation proclaiming April 14-21 as National Volunteer Recognition
Week and presented the proclamation to Len and Mary Lecher. The Lecher’s are actively involved
with Human Services Senior Program voluntecring their time in the woodshop and with needle
workers.

Larry Lee, Director of Community Development, explained the City of Minneapolis has a Common
Bond Fund Program which they have made available to all cities through Hennepin County. Open
Access Technology International, Inc. (OATI) worked with the City of Minneapolis when they
financed their facility in north Minneapolis a few years ago. OATI has purchased the site north of
Highway 494 at the interchange of Highway 100 north of Southgate Office buildings. OATI’s plan
is to build a three to five story office building. The Minneapolis Common Bond Fund can be used
to finance that project. In order to do so, they need a Resolution of support from the Bloomington
City Couneil.

Pat Connoy, Hennepin County, explained in 2004 Hennepin County joined with the City of
Minneapolis to enable the Common Bond Fund to be used anywhere in Hennepin County. The
action taken this evening invites Hennepin County’s HRA to do funding in Bloomington. Cormoy
said there is no obligation to the City of Bloomington for this funding package. They hope to have
construction starting on this project this year. Connoy said he is not exactly sure of the dollar
amount for this project but believes it is $20 million.

David Heim, Associate General Counsel for OAT, explained they are a software service company
and plan to build a second campus and data center on the 4.3 acre former Vanghn site. They will
demolish the existing building and plan to construct an 80-100,000 square foot building. He
explained they have clients all over North America and this site will be & show case site for their
