
RESOLUTION NO. 2014 - ____

A RESOLUTION REFERRING THE PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE NEW OFF-SALE 
INTOXICATING LIQUOR LICENSE FILED ON BEHALF OF DRT WINE & SPIRITS, LLC, D/B/A TOTAL WINE & MORE TO THE OFFICE OF AMINISTRATIVE HEARINGS

	
	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and
	WHEREAS, an application has been filed for a new off-sale intoxicating liquor license on behalf of DRT Wine & Spirits, LLC, d/b/a Total Wine & More (hereinafter “Applicant”); and
	WHEREAS, the City’s Licensing Division has reviewed and verified the information provided by the Applicant and analyzed its compliance with City Code; and
	WHEREAS, in addition to the application and additional information provided by the Applicant, City Staff has received input and materials from other interested parties regarding Applicant’s application; and
	WHEREAS, the record thus far in this case consists of eight notebooks from the Applicant, one notebook from the attorneys for Bev Mo, and two notebooks, along with a series of submissions, from the Minnesota Licensed Beverage Association; and
	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington has, at their discretion, the authority to refer a public hearing to the Office of Administrative Hearings; and
	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington has in the past referred the public hearing on contested license applications or revocations to the Office of Administrative Hearings for the development of a record, the determination of Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and a Recommendation; and 
	WHEREAS, the Applicant and City Staff both recommend that the public hearing portion of Applicant’s application should be handled by the Office of Administrative Hearings due to the volume of materials provided by Applicant and other interested parties, and the expectation of a lengthy public comment period regarding Applicant’s application; and
	WHEREAS, City Staff and Applicant will work together to schedule the public hearing before the Office of Administrative Hearings; and



	WHEREAS, the final decision on whether or not to grant the license will be made by the Bloomington City Council with the benefit of the record, Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Recommendation developed by the Office of Administrative Hearings at a later date, most likely October 20, 2014; and
	WHEREAS, any appeal of the City Council’s decision, with the record developed by the Office of Administrative Hearings, will be heard by the Minnesota Court of Appeals, rather than district court. 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Bloomington, based upon the foregoing, hereby refers the public hearing for the new off-sale intoxicating liquor license filed on behalf of DRT Wine Spirits, LLC, d/b/a Total Wine & More, to the Office of Administative Hearings.
