A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE STATE OF MINNESOTA JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT FOR THE PURPOSES OF RECORD MANAGEMENT SYSTEM INTEGRATION

	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and
	WHEREAS, the City of Bloomington, on behalf of its Prosecuting Attorney, desires to enter into a Joint Powers Agreement with the State of Minnesota to sponsor the development of an adapter that would allow county and city attorneys to pull criminal incident and citation data from the Bureau of Criminal Apprehension into the LENS criminal case management system; and
WHEREAS, the development and implementation of the adapter will provide multi-agency benefits that include: a reduction in resources and time expended in transmitting paperwork, increased data accuracy, and a reduction in delays within the criminal justice system; and
WHEREAS, as the sponsoring agency, the City Attorney’s Office will track the progress of the adapter’s development and be the first agency to test the adapter so that requisite adjustments can be made prior to broader-scale implementation.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON:
1. That the State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreement (SWIFT Contract #79501) by and between the City of Bloomington and the State of Minnesota is hereby approved. A copy of the State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreement (SWIFT Contract #79501) is attached to this Resolution and made a part of it;
2. That Gene Winstead, Mayor of the City of Bloomington, and Mark Bernhardson, Bloomington City Manager, are authorized to execute this Joint Powers Agreement and any subsequent amendment that may be required by the State of Minnesota or the Bureau of Criminal Apprehension.
