	Request:	Variance to reduce the prevailing front yard setback from 65 feet to 45 feet for a garage addition to an existing single-family home

Dave Ornstein called the hearing to order at 1:04 p.m. on October 7, 2014.  He explained the hearing is for a variance to reduce the prevailing front yard setback from 65 feet to 45 feet for a garage addition to an existing single-family home at 9709 14th Avenue South.

Ornstein stated he received copies of the materials included in Case File 9251A-14 including the application, narrative letter, receipt of payment, notification map, names and addresses of those notified of the public hearing, public notices, certificate of survey, plans, and the staff report dated October 7, 2014.  Ornstein asked staff and the applicant if they had anything more to add into the record.  McPherson stated she has nothing additional to add into the record and Centinario stated he had nothing additional to add into the record.

Ornstein asked McPherson if she has reviewed, understands and has any objection to the conditions listed in the staff report. McPherson asked for clarification on condition number three and four.  Centinario explained that condition number three limits the interior garage wall height to nine feet and that the existing bituminous driveway must be removed before the Certificate of Occupancy is issued at the completion of the garage addition.  McPherson stated she has reviewed the recommended conditions of approval and has no objection to the listed conditions.

Ornstein stated he made a site visit on October 7, 2014, has reviewed the materials provided by staff and the testimony offered by those attending the public hearing held today.  He stated he believes the required findings in Section 2.98.01(b)(2)(A-C) have been made and recommends approval of the requested variance subject to the 4 conditions of approval listed in the staff report.  He stated the item will move onto the October 13 City Council meeting who ultimately have the final decision in the matter.

The meeting adjourned at 1:16 p.m.

RECOMMENDATION

In Case 9251A-14, the Hearing Examiner recommends City Council approval of the variance to reduce the prevailing front yard setback from 65 feet to 45 feet for a garage addition to an existing single-family home at 9709 14th Avenue South subject to the following conditions:

1. The variance is limited to the encroachment as shown on plans in Case File 9251A-14;
1. Prior to the issuance of a building or driveway permit, building or driveway plans must be approved by the Planning and Building and Inspections Divisions;
1. The interior height of the proposed garage sidewall along the side yard may not exceed 9 feet; and 
1. The existing bituminous driveway between the west property line and directly west of the garage addition must be removed prior to a Certificate of Occupancy for the garage addition.
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
