	 External Auditors Report on 2013 CAFR Presentation
(Timed at 7:15 pm)

	[bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__2857]Requested Action:  Accept the City’s Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for calendar year 2013.

Julie Vogel, Finance Manager introduced Dave Mol, HLB Tautges Redpath, the City’s external auditor who presented the City’s CAFR.

Mol explained this is a follow-up to the presentation he made to the Council a couple of weeks ago.  His slide presentation included the following:  

· Reports Issued 
· Opinion on Financial Statements:  (Issued a “clean opinion.”)
· Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) Award for Excellence in Financial Reporting:  (City has received this award for 42 consecutive years.  It requires the City provide additional information beyond the Accounting Standards.)
· Report on Internal Controls:  (They don’t audit internal controls but they are required to understand the City’s internal controls.  They sample various transactions.  One minor issue was found regarding the timing of a revenue issue.)
· Report on MN Legal Compliance:  (They select and test a sample of transactions.  No non-compliance issues were found.)
· Report on Compliance with Federal Program Requirements (Single Audit):  (They sample and test for federal compliance.  No findings of non-compliance.)
· Communications to Those Charged with Governance:  (GASB Statement No. 65 was added this year. GASB 68, another accounting standard, will be required in 2015 regarding PERA (Public Employees Retirement Association.)
· Financial Results – Government Funds  
· Fund Balance Constraints:  ($20 million in Unassigned Balance)

· Government Fund Expenditures

	
	
	· Financial Trends:  (Lodging and Admissions tax increase in 2013 due to Port Authority monies now flowing back into City Governmental Funds.)
· Tax Rate Considerations:  (11.6% of the City’s total tax capacity goes towards Fiscal Disparities.)
· Monthly Cost of City Services:  ($66.24 in 2013 and budgeted for $67.82 in 2014.)
· City Net Debt:  ($22,184,000 as of December 31, 2013)
· Bond Rating:  (Bloomington is 1 of 27 municipal governments out of 19,000 that have three AAA bond ratings.)
· Summary:  (Good results, clean opinion for 2013.  Only one item on revenue recognition noted in internal controls.)

Winstead questioned the City’s average debt and muturity rate over time.

Lori Economy-Scholler, Chief Financial Officer said most of the City’s debt is issued over a 10-year period but 80% of it is usually matured within or before the 10 years expires.)

Winstead said the City has been “paying as it goes”  to fund the City’s retirement plans so Bloomington’s PERA debt has been funded appropriately.  He asked if any of the unfunded obligations around the country are being shifted back towards Minnesota.

Mol explained there are 2500 participating employers in PERA in Minnesota.  He said all employers pay their required PERA contributions.  There is a gap between the dollars that PERA has and the estimated liability producing an unfunded amount, which will be allocated to all participating employers.

Economy-Scholler said MN PERA is farther along than a lot of other states in determining how this will affect the financial statements.  She said the State is working with the City on who is contributing and how it’s going to be reflected in the City’s financial statements.

Winstead said the City is well managed and is in good financial shape.  

Motion was made by Abrams, seconded by Oleson, and all voting aye, to accept the City’s Comprehensive Annual Financial Report for calendar year 2013 as presented by the City’s external auditor.

Speaker #1:  Lisa Burkhardt, 10813 York Avenue
She expressed her support for the City’s work on a Solid Waste Management Plan and requested the Council adopt it and get it implemented.  She said it’s long overdue.

Winstead confirmed City staff has been directed to bring back a plan and the related implementation process.  

Mark Bernhardson, City Manager said there will be a presentation requesting Council direction on this issue at the July 28th study meeting.

Speaker #2:  Sally Ness, 8127 Oakland Avenue South
She commented on the overuse of the Al Farooq Youth & Family Center (AFYFC) at 8201 Park Avenue South.  She said there are non-compliant events taking place at AFYFC and the Smith Park parking lot is being used throughout the night.  She made several references to a national planners Website called PlannersWeb.  She urged the Council to halt work on the Joint Use Agreement between the City and AFYFC until AFYFC’s “non-compliant” issues are addressed by the City.

She said she can’t sleep due to the noise from people coming and going from AFYFC, the trucks that sit idling in the street, the trucks making deliveries at all hours of the night, and the gas fumes from all of the trucks.  She said for more than one-third of the year, AFYFC has events that go beyond 10 pm with the Council’s blessings.  She said that shouldn’t be allowed to happen.  AFYFC should be no different than other groups in having to adhere to the rules in Bloomington.

	· [bookmark: TOPBemerkung__START__2848]The City Manager reminded Council of the following dates:  Study meetings at 6 pm ahead of the Regular meetings on July 7 and 21; and a Study meeting at 6 pm on July 28.  He congratulated Councilmember Busse on his recent appointment to the League of Minnesota Cities Board.

· Winstead reported Council has been updated on the recruitment process to replace retiring City Manager Mark Bernhardson.  He said a screening committee consisting of himself, Council members Busse and Abrams, and City staff, to which Council was agreeable, will be reviewing the Request for Proposals (RFPs) that are received for the consultant that will be hired to assist the Council in the selection process.

· Baloga inquired as to the status of his suggestion at the April 21, 2014, Council meeting that a citizen advisory committee be formed to provide input on the design of the Normandale Boulevard improvements that could serve as a template for future work on Normandale.

Bernhardson said staff is working on it and will update Council via CMI.  He said design is not always accomplished with a citizens committee.  He will listen to the discussion and report back to the Council.
