RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT OF LOCAL ROAD IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM GRANT APPLICATION

FOR 

NORMANDALE BOULEVARD (COUNTY STATE AID HIGHWAY 34) RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT FROM 94TH STREET TO NINE MILE CREEK (CITY PROJECT 2016-201)

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomington is the official governing body of the City of Bloomington; and


WHEREAS, the City Council on the 21st day of April 2014 ordered the preparation of a Feasibility Report for the Normandale Blvd (CSAH 34) Reconstruction Project from 94th Street to Nine Mile Creek (City Project 2016-201); and  

WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution passed on the 3rd day of November 2014, the City Council found the proposed improvements to be necessary, cost effective, and feasible, ordering the design and construction of the project; and


WHEREAS, the project addresses a solution to a transportation deficiency by improving access management  and providing safety improvements along the corridor; and

WHEREAS, Normandale Boulevard (CSAH 34) is classified as a minor arterial and is part of a 10 ton route system; and 


WHEREAS, the City is able to deliver an approved project ready for letting by June 2016; and 


WHEREAS, the City documents its acceptance of the responsibility for operation and maintenance of the project throughout its design life.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMINGTON, MINNESOTA, THAT;


If the City of Bloomington is awarded a grant by the Minnesota Department of Transportation, the City of Bloomington agrees to accept the grant award and may enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota for the above referenced project.  The City of Bloomington will comply with all applicable terms and conditions of the grant.
