RE:	Update to Staff Report for Cases 10000C-14 and 10940A-I-14 (Penn American Rezonings and Related Code Amendments 


The City Council opened the official public hearing on Cases 10000C-14 and 10940A-I-14 at its meeting on December 1, 2014.  After considerable discussion and public testimony, the City Council recommended that discussion on both items be continued to three meetings in January.  City Council also directed staff to continue to work with property owners in an attempt to resolve or minimize areas of property owner concern.

In recommending these items be considered at three separate meetings in January, Council stated the purpose of meetings would be as follows:

· January 5, 2015 – Continue the public hearing to allow additional testimony on the the two items from property owners and other members of the public.  Continue the public hearing to January 26, 2015.

· January 12, 2015 (Study Meeting) – Review and provide direction on alternative approaches to address remaining areas of concern resulting from continuing discussions between staff and property owners. 

· January 26, 2015 –At this meeting, the Council will decide to continue the public hearing on these items or to close the hearing and consider adoption of the ordinance amendments (Case 10000C-14) and rezonings (Case 10940A-I-14).

[bookmark: _GoBack]DISCUSSIONS WITH PROPERTY OWNERS

Since the December 1, 2014 City Council meeting, staff has met with representatives of Kraus-Anderson (Southtown, Lucky 13, Mitsubishi) and Luther (Infinity, Fiat, Kia dealerships).  Additional meetings are scheduled after the January 5 City Council meeting.  This includes a meeting with representatives of Lupient (Chevrolet dealership).  Discussions have focused on achieving higher intensity development and a more walkable, pedestrian-oriented character, using a more permissive and less prescriptive approach.  Possible approaches will be discussed with City Council at the January 12, 2015 study meeting.
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
