Description 
 

On February 26, 2007, the City Council approved a resolution that established Bloomington as a member of the Metro 

Alliance for Healthy Families (MAHF).  As part of the Joint Powers Agreement, a Governing Board has been established, 

which includes county board commissioners and a Bloomington City Council member.  The City may also designate an 

elected official to serve as a governing board member and an alternate. The Governing Board meets four times per year. 

 

MAHF is a targeted, long-term, intensive home visiting program that strives to assure that infants are healthy, safe, and 

nurtured, leading to children who arrive at kindergarten eager and ready to learn. Home visits to first time parents are 

provided using the evidence based Healthy Families America home visiting model. The metro program includes include 

Anoka, Carver, Chisago, Dakota, Hennepin, Isanti, Ramsey, Scott, and Washington Counties and the City of 

Bloomington. 

 

Councilmember Lowman was appointed as the Council representative to the MAHF Governing Board in 2014; former 

Public Health Administrator Karen Zeleznak was appointed as the alternate.
