Oxboro Redevelopment:  

· Oxboro Pedestrian Improvement Project:  The remaining items that will be completed this spring are crosswalk striping (96th and Lyndale) and landscaping (trees, shrubs, mulch) along 96th and the east side of Lyndale Avenue.

· April City Council Study Session:  Scheduled for April 27; the purpose of the meeting is to provide a presentation about Bloomington housing/neighborhood conditions.  The HRA and Environmental Health will be presenting.  Basic topics will include statistical information about housing in the city and programs the city is currently providing.  Future meetings may include discussions about new or different approaches to improving housing in neighborhoods.

City Council Action:  

· CDBG Consolidated Plan:  At the March 16 City Council meeting, the Council held a public hearing and approved the Consolidated Plan for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program.
Program Update:   

· HIA meeting:  HIA informational meeting:  HRA staff are conducting a Housing Improvement Area (HIA) informational meeting for representatives of homeowner associations in the City of Bloomington.  The meeting is scheduled for March 31 at 6:30 p.m. in City Council Chambers.  The HRA Board is welcome to attend, and 
· Home improvement loan programs:  A postcard will be mailed to Bloomington homeowners later this month marketing the HRA home improvement programs.  There will also be an ad in the Bloomington Sun Current that will run the week of March 23.
· Assisted Rental and Rental Homes for Future Homeowners:  We have received the insurance payment for 2013 hail damage to rental houses owned by the HRA.  The HRA will receive over $100,000 in reimbursement for repairs and replacements we have already made to affected houses in both programs.
Blighted Property Program:  We will be soliciting bids in April for the demolition and site cleanup of the house at 9416 Penn.

· Penn and American:  
· Future:  An update regarding the possible development of future parcels within the district will be discussed at the meeting.
· Phase I and II:  Fresh Thyme Farmer’s Market and Red Robin are slated to open in October.  TIF projections will be provided at the meeting.
· France & Old Shakopee Road:  A developer will be presenting a plan to the City for the creation of two fast casual restaurants on the SW corner site at the France and Old Shakopee Road intersection.  The owner is considering future phasing to add to the retail center.
· F/OSR NW corner-A developer is considering purchasing the former Valvoline site to construct a fast casual restaurant.  They are interested in the inclusion of the HRA lot immediately to the south.
· Future projects:  We are completing the tour of potential future sites for Commissioners Fossum and Coulter on Saturday, March 21.
Other:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Southview Estates refinancing:  Sand Companies, the owner/manager of Southview Estates, an affordable rental development at 8916 Lyndale, is planning to refinance their first mortgage, and are requesting that the HRA approve the refinancing request, which would move the HRA mortgages to third and fourth position.  The current HRA mortgages are in fourth and fifth position.  Staff have reviewed the request with legal counsel, and are recommending the Board approve the refinancing request.
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
